Secretary

and events (i.e meetings, community service, trips, etc), keeping an up to date roster of The Business
Club, assisting paperwork or compuigork (Microsoft Office), andecording minutes of board

meetings and other meetings as circumstanagsrant..

Treasurer
The treasurer is responsible for ik financialconcernsof the club. The position includes the collection

of all monies and accounting for club funds. The appropriation of the club money for the use in
activities, events, commutyi service, trips, etc. must have the approval of the moderator and majority
vote of the Executive Officers. All papesrk must properly be filled out with appropriate signatures and
be done at least one week in advance. It is the duty of the Treasunestare that all reimbursements

are taken care of before the end of the Executive Officers term.

4 Non-Officer Board Positions

Assist the officers in planning, decision making, and implementation. Responsibilities may include (but
are not limited to) handingut flyers, collecting dues at meetings, recruiting students to attend Business
Club meetings, and organizing specific events. The board serves the same term as do the officers.

While Student Representatives do not vote on matters before the board, they are expected to attend all
regularlyscheduled board meetings (3 per month) and Business Club general meetings and events.
